
Each Passport Applicant (including children) 
 
Primary Identity Verification 

Most Common Forms of Photo Identification: 
- Previous U.S passport book or passport card 
- Valid driver’s license (not temporary or learner’s permit) 
- Official U.S. military or military dependent identification card 
- Certificate of Naturalization with identifiable photo attached 
- Certificate of Citizenship with identifiable photo attached 
- Government employee identification card (federal, state, county,          
   municipal) 
- Current (valid) foreign passport 
If the applicant presents an out-of-state primary identification, they must 
present an additional primary, secondary, or supplemental ID document. 

 

Proof of United States citizenship 
Bring one of the following: 
- Fully-valid, undamaged U.S. passport (can be expired) 
- Long-form U.S. birth certificate 
 

Front & Back Photocopy of Proof of United States     
Citizenship and Primary Identify Verification. Can    
provide photocopy services onsite for $1/copy. 
 
1 passport photo (or take one at the fair…pay online*) 
 
Payment for the Passport Book, Card, or Expedited 
Fee can be paid via money order, cashier’s check, or 
personal check. Payment for Execution Fee can be 
paid via credit/debit card.
